Unit: Types of Narrative Texts: Fairy Tales 

Grade Level: Third                                  Plan Date: October         Time Frame: 4 Weeks

Unit Overview: Students will be introduced to Fairy Tales as one type of literary text. Students will analyze the elements that make a story a Cinderella story by reading and comparing Cinderella stories from around the world. Student will chart similarities and differences and decide how cultural influences change the story elements. After researching a new culture using web resources, students will create their own Cinderella story incorporating important cultural elements into the story.

· Identify information needed
· Identify appropriate media for research

	Essential Questions:
Library:

· How can an organized research process help me find the information I need?
· What types of information do I need?
· What are topics or questions do I need to answer?
· What are the best sources of information for this task?
· How will I organize and present my information?
Content:
· What makes a story a Cinderella Story?

· How are Cinderella stories the same and different among cultures?

· How do cultural influences change a Cinderella Story?
· How do the cultural images affect the mood of the story?
· How to authors organize their writing?
· How can I use synonymous to help improve my search terms to find information on Culture Grams?


	Teacher will: 

· Develop prior knowledge of a Cinderella story.

· Create heterogeneous groups of four students 

· Teach plot structure of a story

· Encourage students to think critically about the most important Cinderella elements needed to create their story. 

· Encourage students to evaluate how the setting affects their story. 
· Help students develop a list of cultural elements to include in their story.
	Library Media Specialist will:

· Schedule 2 additional media 30-minute class blocks.
· Schedule 1 additional 50-minute class block.
· Show students how to narrow search terms to locate information on Culture Grams.

· Teach students how to locate cultural nonfiction books using Destiny.
· Teach the use of Photo Story and oversee students creating their slideshow. 

· Work with the teacher to create the final rubric for evaluating the Cinderella story.

· Co-teach the various cultural stories of Cinderella.

	T-Teacher and SL-School Librarian

	Week 1

Day 1
	T- The teacher will introduce the elements o fairy tales by reading a whole group European Cinderella book. Students will continue in guided reading groups by reading various leveled texts on a Cinderella Story. 

SL- During their scheduled media class, the school librarian will introduce reasons for research and the various resources in the library.  Students will brainstorm where to locate information for research. 

	Week 1

Day 2
	50 min. Co-Teaching Lesson

The school librarian and teacher will split the class into two groups. Each group will participate in an interactive read aloud of a Cinderella story from another culture. Each group will bring their chart to compare. What do they notice that is the same? Create Cinderella story elements chart as a whole class. For independent practice students will get on the computer to test their knowledge of Cinderella elements.

Students will be given a resource to take with them. 

	Week 2

Day 3
	T- ELA: In whole group and guided reading, students will discuss how the setting affects the plot by comparing illustrations in different versions of the story. How do they capture the mood? Do they add to the story by showing details or action not mentioned in the text?
Writing: The teacher will instruct students on plot structure (beginning, middle, end).

SL- During their scheduled media class, the school librarian will teach how students how to narrow search terms when using web resources.

	Week 2

Day 4
	T- During writing the students will break into their research groups and choose a culture they would like to research for their Cinderella story. Students will decide which Cinderella elements they think are the most important to include in their story. 

SL- Students would come in for an additional 30-minute media block to begin collecting information on their chosen culture. The SL and T will support groups during the research process. 

	Week 3

Day 5
	SL- During their scheduled media time, students will continue their research. 

T- Students will begin writing the rough draft their story during ELA.

	Week 3

Day 6
	T- Students will continue writing their story during ELA

SL- Students would come in for an additional 30-mintue media block for a lesson on how to do an image search to look for cultural images to help inspire illustrations for their story. Students will need images on the traditional cultural dress, housing, setting, etc.

	Week 4

Day 7
	T- Students will go through the writing process with their Cinderella story as they write and polish.

SL- Students will create a “movie trailer” of images for their story using the Photo Story software, (photo story would have been previously taught to this class for a different lesson). The text with images will highlight the Cinderella elements in their story. The videos will be posted on the school website and played during lunch shifts as reading promotion for Cinderella stories in the library.
