Ask audience to describe first words that come to mind:

-beautiful, free, wild, graceful

In the book ‘Blood and Chocolate’, Vivian and her family are loups-garou, people who were given the gift to be more then human, and the moon wills them to change into a wolf. Her family is in hiding, fleeing to Maryland after humans discovered what they were and killed the leader of their pack, her father.  
Vivian is frustrated for many reasons; first off, she is upset with her pack because it’s starting to unravel. She doesn’t want the mate that has been chosen for her, she wants to be able to choose for herself. 
Secondly, humans are being murdered by one of her pack… and Vivian is worried the rest of the pack will discover her connect to the murders.
